Education in Russia

Citizens of Russia have the right for education which is guaranteed by the
Constitution. The public educational system in our country incorporates pre-school,
general school, specialized secondary and higher education. Pre-school consists of
kindergartens and creches. Children there learn reading, writing and arithmetic. But pre-
school education isn't compulsory - children can get it at home. Compulsory education
is for children from 6(7) to 17 years of age. The main link in the system of education is
the general school which prepares the younger generation for life and work in modern
production. There are various types of schools: general secondary schools, schools
specializing in a certain subject, high schools, lyceums and so on. Tuition in most of
them is free of charge, but some new types of schools are fee-paying. The term of study
in a general secondary school is 11 years and consists of primary, middle and upper
stages. At the middle stage of a secondary school the children learn the basic laws of
nature and society at the lessons of history, algebra, literature, physics and many others.
After the 9th form pupils have to sit for examinations. Also they have a choice between
entering the 10th grade of a general secondary school and enrolling in a specialized
secondary or vocational school. Persons who finish the general secondary school,
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receive a secondary education certificate, giving them the right to enter any higher
educational establishment. Entrance examinations are held in July and August.
Institutions are headed by rectors; the faculties are headed by the deans. One has to
study in the institute for 5 years. Higher educational institutions train students in one or
several specializations.

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In order to stay healthy it’s important to have a balanced diet - in other words, food that
contains something from each of the three main groups of food. These groups are
protein, fat and carbohydrates.

Between 4 to 5 p. m. they
have tea. In the evening they have dinner.

Dinner is the most substantial meal of a day. Fish and chips is a popular traditional
British dish: fish deep-fried in butter, served with chips.

THEATRES —THE MOST EXQUISITE FORM OF ART.

Visiting theatres is a very popular activity among British people, as Britain has a long
dramatic tradition and incredible playwrights, actors and directors. London is a center
of the theatrical life, but other cities also have wonderful companies and theatres.
There are more than 50 theatres only in London, so you can imagine their number
around the country. The first theatre of England appeared in 1576 and was called “The
Blackfries”, while several years later in 1599 a famous theatre “The Globe” was
opened and it is considered that William Shakespeare used to work there.

Nowadays there is hardly any city without a theatre, but mostly all of them do not have
any permanent staff, as the company of actors works together until they draw audience
to the theatre. When the performance stops attracting people, theatres look for another
company or group of actors. One more peculiarity is the possibility to choose between
two kinds of seats. The first ones can be reserved in advance, while the others are
unbookable, so the earlier you come the better seat you get.

Another unique peculiarity of London is Theatreland, a theatre district with
approximately forty venues situated near the West End. They usually stage

comedies, classics or plays and musicals. Most of the theatres date back to Victorian
and Edwardian times and nowadays they are private. The most long-running shows are
Les Misérables, Cats and The Phantom of the Opera. Annually Theatreland is attended
by more than 10 million people and it represents a very high level of the commercial
theatres.

If to speak about non-commercial theatres, you can see them outside Theatreland.
They are very prestigious and focus on dramatic, classical plays and modern works of
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leading playwrights. There are three most prominent venues in the UK including The
Royal National Theatre, the Royal Shakespeare Company and the Royal Opera House.
All of them impress by their greatness and development of art.

The Royal National Theatre was founded in 1963 basing at the Old Vic theatre. In
1976 it moved to a new building, where three stages are located. Each of the stage has
its own theatre: Olivier, Lyttelton and Dorfman theatres. They have a varied
programme suggesting usually three performances in repertoire. Olivier Theatre is the
main open stage theatre for more than 1000 people with the ingenious ‘drum
revolve’ and multiple ‘sky hook’. It gives a nice view of the stage from every
audience’s seat and allows to facilitate great scenery changes. Lyttelton Theatre is the
one with the proscenium-arch design and accommodating about 900 people. Dorfman
Theatre is the smallest enhanced dark-walled theatre with the capacity of 400 people.
The National Theatre itself is a famous area for backstage tours with a theatrical
bookshop, exhibitions, restaurants and bars. It also houses a learning center, numerous
dressing rooms, a studio, a development wing etc.

The Royal Shakespeare Company is a theatre company with the annual production of
about twenty shows. It comprises two permanent theatres: The Swan Theatre and The
Royal Shakespeare Theatre. In November, 2011 the last one was opened after the
transformation and celebrated its fiftieth birthday. It is situated in Stratford-upon-
Avon, the birthplace of Shakespeare and got his name in 1961 to commemorate his
talent of a playwright and poet. It also promotes a positive attitude to poet’s works.,
organizes festivals and expands its influence in many other industries.

Covent Garden is also a place associated with theatrical performances. There you can
find The Royal Opera House. It centers on ballet and opera. Its building experienced
disastrous fires and was last reconstructed in 1990s. It has enough seats for more than
2000 people and consists of an amphitheater, balconies and four tiers of boxes. It has
got some unique facilities including Paul Hamlyn Hall, a great iron and glass
construction hosting some events, the Linbury Studio Theatre, the second
performance stage located below ground level, and High House Production Park, a
scenery-making place, a training center and a new technical theatre.

Theatres in Great Britain are rather various and continue to thrive, as the English are a
theatrical nation and many tourists also can not omit visiting magnificent
performances. They have appeared in England due to the Romans. First themes were
connected with folk tales and religion, but everything changed during the reign of
Elizabeth I, when drama flourished. Many talented playwrights were and still are
English. You can’t help mentioning William Shakespeare, Christopher Marlowe,
Bernard Shaw, Oscar Wilde etc. Andrew Lloyd Webber is a British prolific composer,
whose musicals have dominated on either English stages or in American Broadway
shows. So now it is obvious that theatres are an indispensable part of the British
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culture and they will continue to develop the traditions and cultural background of the
whole country.

Tatarstan is one of the most industrialized republics in terms of population and
economic potential. As the Tatar Soviet Socialist Republic it was established in May,
1920 on the territory of the former Kazan Province. Seventy years later, on August 30,
1990 it became the sovereign Republic of Tatarstan.

Tatarstan has an overall area of 67, 8 sq.km; the total population of the Republic is
more than 3.5 million. It is situated in the Middle Volga region between Central Russia
and the Urals. Its size is about equal to Switzerland and Belgium combined. There are
19 cities and towns and more than 3000 settlements in the Republic. Its territory is
divided into several economic regions.

Old industrial Northwest region with the Kazan - Zelenodolsk agglomeration as its
centre. Major industries of the region are machine-building, instrument-making,
chemical and light industries.

New industrial Northeast region with the Naberezhniye Chelny - Nizhnekamsk
agglomeration as its centre. Major industries of the region are automobile and
chemical industries and power engineering. Famous heavy-duty trucks (large capacity
lorries) are manufactured here.

The construction of Kama Automobile Works that started in 1971 gave birth to motor
car construction as one of the main industries in Tatarstan. The city of Naberezniye
Chelny where KamAZ is located is the Republic's second biggest city with population
of over 500.000 people.

Nizhnekamsk is the main chemical centre of Tatarstan. Situated on the Kama, this city
did not exist at all some 50 years ago. The local petrochemical plant, which developed
Into a production association, is among the largest of such enterprises both in our
Republic and abroad.

The Southeast oil-extracting region. Our Republic is very rich in oil, which made it
well-known in the world as a major oil-producing republic. It is oil that made Tatarstan
an important centre of chemical and petrochemical industries. The main oil-producing
towns are Leninogorsk, Almetyevsk and Bugulma.

The North, Central, South and Southwest parts of the Republic are rural agricultural
regions. More than 15% of economically active population are engaged in the
agricultural sector. Main grain crops are wheat, rye, barley, and oat. The Republic is
also well-known for its cattle-breeding.

The main part of the foreign trade turnover of Tatarstan belongs to European and
Asian countries. Tatarstan exports oil and some 30 types of petrochemical products,
compressors, optical devices, KamAZ trucks.

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Almost all American composers of note belong to the 20th century, and include such names as
Charles Ives, Aaron Copland, Samuel Barber, Roger Sessions and Virgil Thomson. Edgard Varese
and John Cage have gained fame as experimental composers.

It is through the development of popular music in the 20th century that the USA has dominated the
western world. Jazz, a style of music created at the end of the 19th century by black Americans out of
their gospel and blues songs, was being played all over the USA by both black and white musicians
by the 1920s, and influenced the development of both dance music and popular songs in the 1930s
and 1940s.

After the Second World War jazz and popular music developed in separate directions. Black
musicians created a more sophisticated style called bebop. The rhythm and blues music that derived
from jazz, combined with aspects of country and western music, developed into rock-n-roll in the
1950s with the music of Bill Haley, Chuck Berry, Elvis Presley, Buddy Holly and others.

In the 1960s some British groups, especially the Beatles and the Rolling Stones, became
internationally famous and for a brief period popular music was dominated by developments in
Britain. Since that time, rock has incorporated folk music, soul music has developed, and many social
phenomena, such as drug culture, the civil rights movement and the peace movement, have found
their expression in rock music.

The musical has also made an important contribution to popular music. Developing from the British
music hall and American vaudeville early in the 20th century, composers such as George Gershwin,
Cole Porter, Rodgers and Hammerstein, Stephen Sondheim and Leonard Bernstein on Broadway, and
Ivor Novello, Noel Coward and more recently Andrew Lloyd Webber in Britain, have made the
musical into one of the most important forms of popular music.

EXCAVATORS.

Excavators are now recognized as an essential part of the mining’s equipment. It
would not be a good practice to create single-purpose machines for each of the various
classes of earth-moving work.

The best economy will be obviously achieved when an all-purpose unit is made to
carry out each class of work. Our plants for excavating machinery produce revolving
shovels with attachements, which make it possible to use them for carrying out each
class of work.

The changeable attachments of the universal excavator are known under the following
names: shovel, dragline, grab or clamshell, backhoe, crane.
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The shovel equipment is used in general excavation, stripping, levelling and clearing
jobs where the level of the machine is below the level of the ground to be dug.

Dragline equipment consists of a bucket suspended by a rope from a long jib of lattice-
steel construction. The action of the machine is to throw the bucket away and
outwards, it then being drawn back towards the machine by another rope excavating
the material as it does so.

Display a hard copy
or electronic copy of the current insurance certificate where you can easily read it.
. Work with any other employers or contractors sharing the workplace or providing employees (such
as agency workers), so that everyone’s health and safety is protected.

What you must do :

1 Follow the training you have received when using any work items your employer has given you.
2 Take reasonable care of your own and other people’s health and safety.
3 Co-operate with your employer on health and safety.
4 Tell someone (your employer, supervisor, or health and safety representative) if you think the work
or inadequate precautions are putting anyone’s health and safety at serious risk. Health and Safety
Published by the Health and Safety Executive .

Employer's responsibilities

Under the law employers are responsible for health and safety management. The following provides a
broad outline of how the law applies to employers.

It is an employer's duty to protect the health, safety and welfare of their employees and other people
who might be affected by their business. Employers must do whatever is reasonably practicable to
achieve this.

This means making sure that workers and others are protected from anything that may cause harm,
effectively controlling any risks to injury or health that could arise in the workplace.

Employers have duties under health and safety law to assess risks in the workplace. Risk assessments
should be carried out that address all risks that might cause harm in your workplace.

Employers must give you information about the risks in your workplace and how you are protected,
also instruct and train you on how to deal with the risks. Employers must consult employees on
health and safety issues. Consultation must be either direct or through a safety representative that is
either elected by the workforce or appointed by a trade union.

The main legislation providing for the health and safety of people in the workplace are the Safety,
Health and Welfare at Work Acts . They apply to all employers, employees (including fixed-term and
temporary employees) and self-employed people in their workplaces. The Acts set out the rights and
obligations of both employers and employees and provides for substantial fines and penalties for
breaches of the health and safety legislation.

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Employer’sduties
The employer has a duty to ensure the employees’ safety, health and welfare at work as far as is
reasonably practicable. In order to prevent workplace injuries and ill health the employer is required,
among other things, to:
Provide and maintain a safe workplace which uses safe plant and equipment
Prevent risks from use of any article or substance and from exposure to physical agents, noise and
vibration
Prevent any improper conduct or behaviour likely to put the safety, health and welfare of employees
at risk
Provide instruction and training to employees on health and safety
Provide protective clothing and equipment to employees
Appointing a competent person as the organisation’s Safety Officer

Employees’ duties
The duties of employees include the following:
To take reasonable care to protect the health and safety of themselves and of other people in the
workplace
Not to engage in improper behaviour that will endanger themselves or others
Not to be under the influence of drink or drugs in the workplace
To undergo any reasonable medical or other assessment if requested to do so by the employer
To report any defects in the place of work or equipment which might be a danger to health and safety

Risk assessment and safety statement
Every employer is required to carry out a risk assessment for the workplace which should identify
any hazards present in the workplace, assess the risks arising from such hazards and identify the steps
to be taken to deal with any risks.
The employer must also prepare a safety statement which is based on the risk assessment. The
statement should also contain the details of people in the workforce who are responsible for safety
issues. Employees should be given access to this statement and employers should review it on a
regular basis.

Protective equipment and measures
The employer should tell employees about any risks that require the wearing of protective equipment.
The employer should provide protective equipment (such as protective clothing, headgear, footwear,
eyewear, gloves) together with training on how to use it, where necessary. An employee is under a
duty to take reasonable care for his/her own safety and to use any protective equipment supplied. The
protective equipment should be provided free of charge to employees if it is intended for use at the
workplace only. Usually, employees should be provided with their own personal equipment.
The Regulations cover various means of communicating health and safety information. These include
the use of illuminated signs, hand and acoustic signals, e.g. fire alarms, spoken communication and
the marking of pipe work containing dangerous substances. These are in addition to traditional
signboards such as prohibition and warning signs. Fire safety signs, i.e. signs for fire exits and fire-
fighting equipment are also covered.
They require employers to provide specific safety signs whenever there is a risk that has not been
avoided or controlled by other means, e.g. engineering controls and safe systems of work. Where a
safety sign would not help to reduce that risk, or where the risk is not significant, there is no need to
provide a sign. The regulations, where necessary, require the use of road traffic signs within
workplaces to regulate road traffic and also require employers to maintain the safety signs which are
provided by them, explain unfamiliar signs to their employees and tell them what they need to do
when they see a safety sign.The Regulations apply to all places and activities where people are
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employed, but exclude signs and labels used in connection with the supply of substances, products
and equipment or the transport of dangerous goods.

A Summary of «National Security Justifies Censorship» (3arnasue)

The article «National Security Justifies Censorship» by EImo R. Zumwalt and
James G. Zumwalt, appears in Censorship, a book in the Opposing Viewpoints
Series. The article asserts that information that is secret and vital to the security of the
nation should not be released to the press. The arguments made by Zumwalt Senior
and Junior are summarized below.

UznoxeHne

Although many journalists contend that the First Amendment guarantees
unrestricted printing freedom, the authors believe the press has gained more power
than the framers of the Constitution foresaw and therefore neglected to install safe
guards that would protect national security. According to the authors, the power of
the media has gone far past what the constitutional framers expected; consequently,
several acts since the writing of the Constitution have been implemented to deal with
the lack of protection regarding national security. The authors continue to affirm
that even though significant risk exists when confidential information is released to
the press, this danger has remained unresolved by the courts.

The authors cite an example to prove this point. The CIA during the Reagan
administration recognized Muhamar Quadaffi as a known terrorist and a potential
threat to national security in a classified document. The Washington Post somehow
had the document disclosed to them, and they soon published the information. Several
months after the operation had been abandoned, the CIA found Quadaffi responsible
for the bombing of a West Berlin discotheque. Military action had to be taken because
of the earlier release of the classified document. The operation incurred military
casualties.

The authors then offer a two-part solution: (1) make the publication of
classified information a punishable offense, and (2) incorporate a «code of ethics» into
media guidelines that safeguards national security. The paper ends by discussing how
ethics are the responsibility of good journalism.
