Creetings from Brazill I've been here for just a week, but
already | have so much o share with you about the children
and teachers I've met here!

Sadly, conditions at the village school here are much worse
than | expected. For example, there are pupils here from 7 to
11 vears old, and there is only one teacher, Mrs Da Silva, and
she teaches them all at the same time. For this reason; they
only go to school for four hours a day. Mrs Da Silva tries
really hard and she is so busy that it's impossible for her to
give everyone the help they need. She is also not very well-
paid and gets no support.

At the moment, expests say that up to 16,000 speces are under threat. In most
cases, human activity is the greatest danger 1o these species. One of these species is
the loggerhead sea turtle, which is finding that the beaches it wes to lay 1ts eggs are becoming increasangly
papular with tourists, When the egas bagin to hatch in Awsgust, there are already thousands of humans enjoying
the sun on the beaches. An area that was used by turtles for thousands of years 5 now the territory of
sunbathers, swimmers and ge-cream vendors,

Humans cause terribde damage to the eggs. Nests can be walked on by tourists, destroying the eggs. In addition,
the newly-boarn turtles find it hard to find the sea at night with so much artificial light arund.

Some people, however, are trying 1o make a dfference. Since 1982, the Sea Turtle Protection Society of Greece
has done iis best to protect this rare species.

THE PYRAMIDS OF EGYPT

Since ancient times, the pyramids af Giza in Egypl have been one of the world's most popular tourist destinations.
The largest of thesa, the Great Pyramid of Giza, or Khufu's Pyramid, = the only ane of the Seven Wandars of tha
Ancient World that still survives today. It was the tallest building in the world for almast 5,000 years - that i, unfil tha
Eiffel Tower was buwit in 1B85.

Pharachs, the first rulers of Egypl. built pyramids 1o show thes power o the people. The first Pharacha bullk much
simpler tombs cafled mastabas. These mastabas wers square bulldings with a room inside big encugh for the coffin,
the mummy of the pharaon's body and his reasures. Ancient Egyptians believed thal dead people stll needed ther
bodies and treasures, such &5 paintings, gold.and jewels, for their fe after death.

Many of the pyramids were decoraled |nside, especisly in the fecm where the dead pharach was aid.
Archasologists discovered many pictures in the tombs and mysterious writing on the walls called hisroglyphics.
Invented ebout 5,000 vears ago, hieroglyphics are the oldest form of writing, They were just simple drawings of
averyday things we see and hear. The Egyplians believed that both the hiercglyphics and the tomb piclures were
magizal, which iz why they paintad them ingide the pyramids.

When we look at the pyramids today, It s easy to see that they were built to last for a very long time. Have you avar
wonderad how thesa great monuments were built? Many archaeologists bali that the buildare first studied the stars
10 decide which diraction the pyramid would face, as Egyplians believed the pharachs would join the stars after death,
Then, they bt a small mastaba on the ground. Ness, they pul dirt and stones &l over it, lsaving a tunnel fo the cutside,
To raise tha stones 1o the 1op of the pyramid, they probably built kang ramps and then rolled the stones wp e,

The city of Giza s on the River Nie. The Nile was also very important in the building of the pyramids as it was used
to fransport the stones from far away. Granite and marble, for example, were brought from Aswan, which is over S00km

away. Many ships aso brought imesione, used for the outside walls of the pyramids, from the
aity of Tura, which was just acress the river from Giza.

Juist 1o give you an idea of how large the Greal Pyramid is — It {8 the hesght of &
modern 40-storey bullding, o over 145 metres. It covers an ares of land the size of
seven city streets. Workers usad 2,300,000 blocks to build it. each weghing
2 500 kilograms (2.5 tons). It took about 35,000 workers (mostly slaves and
farmers) between 20 and 30 years fo bulld #, This means that for avary

The use of ebectronic instruments has had a great effect on the

development of 20th century music. Electronic instruments make use

of a series of new techniques to peoduce sounds that are artificially

generated. Such lechnigques incdude: distortion (the process of
changing the original sounds by sending lots of signals to parts of an

electronic system, usually used in heavy metal music); echo (the process
of changing the original sounds by adding ane or mose repeats) and effects

Volgograd with an  inspirational trip o
Mamayev Kurgan to see the enormows statue, The
Maotheriond Calls, This city witnessed the full horror and
heroism of World War 1] and the siatee celebrates the
enduring spirit of the Russian people. Then, we headad
back 1o the centre, which has risen from the ashes to
become @ major crosstoads of transportation, and
strolled along the promenade by the rver before
boarding our boat to begin the adventure of a lifetime,

Over the next few duys the boal stopped at many
small villages, and we sailed past Saratov, Samara and
Simbirsk. In every village there were small shops and
strect vendors selling clothes, matryoshka dolls and
amber jewellery. It was a great chance to see rural life
in Russia, and the people we mer were incredibly
hospitable. Back on the boat, we loved chatting with
our new-found friends from all around the world.

The third day of our trip brought us o Kazan, where
the Volga meets the Kazankn River. Kazan & hall
Russian, halfl Tartar and completely charming. In the
upper part of the aty, we visited the Kazan Kremlin,
where we saw the amazing Anmmciation Cathedral and
the mysterious leaning Soyembika Tower. Then, in the
lower part of the city, we visited some mugnificent
Muslim mosques.

As the river carried us further, Nizhny Noveorod
came into view, standing on 4 high hill where the Volga
meets the Oka River. The red brick towers of the grand
Kremlin dominate the skyline and the Archangel
Cathedral lies within its historic walls. From there we
visited many of the city’s famous abbevs, such as the
Monastery of the Caves and the Annunciation
Monastery.

We sailed onwards to Kostroma — a city that's almoss
a5 old as Moscow, The streets fan out from the central
wuare, and we marvelled at the medieval peasant
homes and the golden domes of the Ipatiev Monastery.
The Epiphany Cathedral with the 100 century
Byzantine icon, Our Lady of 5t Theodare, was also truly
remarkable.

Lake Baikal, in aastern Siberia, is a miracle
of nature. It's the deepest lake on Earth and i
contains more water than all the Great Lakes
af America put together. It's also the oldest
lake on Earth and, after more than 25 milion
years, Lake Baikal is still growing at a rate of
2 cm a year, However, facts and figures fail to
describe the breathtaking beauty of Baikal.
The water is crysial clear, and when you can
ses the shimmering stones on tha boltom of
the laka t's hard to believe theyre so deep
down. But then this tranguillity can sasily
bacome a temmpest. As the lake changes ils
mood, the wind rises and huge waves begin
to roll across the surdface.

Lake Balkal is surrounded by some
magnificent mountain ranges, such as the
Primorsky, Baikalsky and Barguzinsky. More
than 300 rivers flow into Lake Baikal and only
ane river, the Angara, flows outwards. Of the
2?2 slands in the lake, the most famous is
Olkhon |stand, where they say the sun shines
brightly for more than 300 days & year.

rformance begins. The theatre is &

masterpicce of Russian neoclassical design. It
seats over wo thousand people in a realm ol
hanging chandeliers, gold decoration and red
velvet furnishings.

The Bolshoi has a history that's almost as
dramatic as one of its performances. The
original theatre was Prince Urussov's Public
Opera and Ballet Theatre, commissioned by
Catherine the Great in 1776 and backed by the
Englishman Michael Maddox.

The first disaster struck in 1805 when fire
damaged it beyond repair. The architect, Osip
Bove, designed @ new building which opened in
1825, However, dsaster struck again i 1553
when the theatre caught fire and the blaze raged

for days. Almost all the interior was destroyed,
but the outer walls remained more or less intact.
The interior of the building was rebuilt in 1856
by the architect Albert Kavos,

The Bolshoi has always been associated with
baller, and iCs the home of the Bolsho Ballet
troupe. It has hosted some of Russia's mosl
famous performances and celebrated premicres
by some of the best composers. Ghinka's opera,
A Life for the Tsar, premiered here on 7"
September. 1842, and  Richard Wagner
conducted @ series of concerts here in 1863, In

performed here, and it remains a popular
favourite, This century works by the composers
Prokoficy and Shostakovich, as well as the 1960
hit, Spartacus, by Aram Khachaturyan were also
performed at the Bolshoi Theatre.
